1. Scop

2. Obiective specifice

Crearea unui mediu stimulativ de cercetare care sa permita dezvoltarea unei cariere profesionale
independente pentru tinerii cercetatori;

Consolidarea independentei stiintifice a tinerilor cercetdtori si stimularea initierii unor directii de
cercetare proprii cu potential impact stiintific si socio-economic;

Dezvoltarea abilitatilor tinerilor cercetatori de leadership stiintific, de a coordona si administra
proiecte de cercetare;

Cresterea numarului de cercetatori cu rezultate vizibile international;

Cresterea capacitatii de colaboare internationala si de a participa cu succes la finantari europene
si internationale pentru cercetare si inovare.

. Conditii de participare si implementare

Competitia se adreseaza cercetatorilor din Romania sau strainatate, cu performanta demonstrata
prin calitatea si recunoasterea internationala a rezultatelor stiintifice obtinute. In situatia in care,
directorul de proiect activeaza in straindtate la momentul contractérii proiectului, acesta isi va
intrerupe activitatea in strainatate si va desfasura activitatea de cercetare in Romania, fizic, in

Bugetul solicitat pentru un proiect trebuie sa reflecte costurile reale de cercetare,
specifice domeniului.

Finantarea maxima acordatd pentru un proiect cu o duratd mai scurtd de 24 de luni se calculeaza
proportional cu perioada de implementare a proiectului (numarul de luni).

Bugetul alocat prezentei competitii, pentru intreaga perioada de derulare a proiectelor, este de max.
50.000.000 lei, cu incadrarea in limitele stabilite prin acte normative.

6. Criterii de eligibilitate

- Institutia gazda a proiectului:

- este institutie sau unitate de cercetare-dezvoltare din Romania (organizatie de cercetare);

- nu poate fi o intreprindere, In sensul legislatiei privind ajutorul de stat;

- are personalitate juridica si 1si desfasoara activitatea in Romania;

- nu este declarata, conform legii, in stare de incapacitate de platé;

- nu are conturile blocate conform unei hotarari judecatoresti;

- si-a indeplinit obligatiile de plata a impozitelor, taxelor si contributiilor de asigurdri sociale
catre bugetele componente ale bugetului general consolidat (buget de stat, bugete speciale,
bugete locale), in conformitate cu prevederile legale Tn vigoare;

- reprezentantul legal nu a fost condamnat in ultimii 3 ani, prin hotarare definitivd a unei
instante judecdtoresti, pentru o fapta care a adus atingere eticii profesionale sau pentru
comiterea unei greseli In materie profesionald;
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- nu este subiect al unui ordin de recuperare neexecutat in urma unei decizii anterioare a
Comisiei Europene, a instantelor nationale sau a autoritatii de concurentd prin care un ajutor
este declarat ilegal si incompatibil cu piata interna;

- nu a furnizat declaratii inexacte cu privire la informatiile solicitate de catre UEFISCDI in
vederea selectarii contractantilor;

- nu a incdlcat prevederile unui alt contract de finantare incheiat anterior cu o autoritate
contractanta.

- Directorul de proiect:

- este doctor in stiinte avand primul titlu de doctor obtinut in urma cu cel mult 12 ani, fata de
momentul depunerii propunerii de proiect; Perioada concediului de crestere copil se exclude
de la calculul perioadei de 12 ani;

- Indeplineste standardele minimale de eligibilitate, conform celor definite in Anexa 2;

- poate depune o singura propunere de proiect in cadrul competitiilor TE2026/PD2026/
PCCF2026/PCE2026. In cazul in care sunt depuse mai multe propuneri de proiecte (indiferent
de tip) de catre acelasi director de proiect, toate propunerile de proiecte sunt declarate
neeligibile;

- nu a beneficiat de un alt proiect de cercetare tip TE, PCE sau PCCF finantat din Planul
National de Cercetare, Dezvoltare si Inovare, in calitate de director de proiect.

De asemenea, in situatia In care domeniul proiectului necesitd obtinerea de avize si
acreditari specifice, directorul de proiect se va asigura de obtinerea acestora anterior incheierii
contractului de finantare sau inaintea inceperii activitdtii vizate, dupd caz, conform planului de
realizare.

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8. Egalitate de sanse

Egalitatea de sanse, precum si egalitatea de gen, vor fi asigurate pentru toti participantii, atat la
implementarea programului, cat si la nivel de proiect, in conformitate cu prevederile legale nationale
si practicile europene.

In elaborarea si implementarea cererii de finantare/proiectului, directorii de proiect trebuie sa ia toate
misurile pentru promovarea egalititii de sanse intre barbati si femei. In masura in care este posibil,
trebuie sd existe un echilibru intre femei si barbati pentru toate posturile prevazute in cererea de
finantare/proiect.

9.1 Cheltuieli directe

aferente salariilor si veniturilor asimilate acestora®;

Cheltuieli de logistica necesare pentru derularea proiectului, inclusiv echipamente, consumabile de
laborator, cheltuieli materiale, cheltuieli pentru diseminare, informare - documentare, acces la
infrastructura de cercetare a tertilor, cheltuieli pentru publicare in regim deschis (open acces), etc.;
Cheltuieli de deplasare aferente deplasarilor in tara sau in strainatate ale membrilor echipei de
cercetare, pentru stagii de documentare sau cercetare, participari la manifestari stiintifice de prestigiu
din domeniul proiectului; se pot finanta si cheltuieli de deplasare ale unor colaboratori din tara sau
din strdinatate sau ale unor participanti la manifestarile stiintifice organizate in cadrul proiectului, cu
respectarea prevederilor legale.

9.2 Cheltuieli indirecte (regie)

Cheltuieli indirecte (regie) - se calculeaza ca procent de max. 20% din cheltuielile directe din care
se scad cheltuielile cu echipamentele.

Cheltuielile indirecte pot fi utilizate si pentru plata de personal administrativ si auxiliar (tehnicieni,
studenti masteranzi, studenti, etc) implicat in implementarea proiectului.

- cercetatori cu primul titlul de doctor obtinut in urma cu cel mult 12 ani, fatd de momentul depunerii
propunerii de proiect, nominalizati in cererea de finantare;

- min. 1 pozitie de student-doctorand, aflat in stagiu, cu acordul conducatorului de doctorat (daca
directorul de proiect nu este conducatorul de doctorat); nominalizarea acestuia se face la depunere
sau la contractare.

Note

- Componenta echipei de cercetare este decisa de catre directorul de proiect.

- La momentul depunerii propunerii de proiect, trebuie prezentata structura echipei, specificandu-
se exact numarul de pozitii echivalent norma Intreagd, tipul acestora, legitura cu activitatile
proiectului si bugetul alocat.

- Directorul de proiect trebuie sd prevadd norme de timp, in fractiuni de norma intreagd, pentru
membrii echipei. Toate pozitiile din structura echipei de proiect trebuie sa fie bugetate explicit in
Cererea de finantare. Directorul de proiect va preciza numarul minim de ore/luna pe care le va
dedica proiectului.

- Nominalizarea studentilor-doctoranzi este posibild, dar nu este obligatorie.

- Selectia studentilor—doctoranzi respectiv a asistentilor de cercetare stiintifica avand calitatea de
student-doctorand pentru pozitiile nenominalizate in Cererea de finantare se va realiza conform
procedurilor interne existente.

- Schimbarea persoanelor nominalizate in Cererea de finantare este posibila cu respectarea

criteriilor de performanta si a atributiilor pozitiei specificate in Cererea de finantare.
11. Evaluarea proiectelor

11.1 Depunerea

Depunerea propunerilor de proiecte se realizeaza intr-o singura etapa, utilizandu-se platforma de
depunere on-line https://uefiscdi-direct.ro/. Depunerea unei propuneri de proiect se face obligatoriu
dintr-un cont creat de Directorul de proiect (datele de identificare pentru crearea unui cont in
platforma trebuie sa fie cele ale directorului de proiect).
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Cererea de finantare (conform Anexei 3) se scrie 1in limba engleza, cu exceptia proiectelor din
domenii cu specific romanesc (conform Anexei 1), unde se permite redactarea in limba romana.
Aceasta se incarca in platforma de depunere ca un fisier .pdf neprotejat (document generat dintr-un
fisier de text in PDF).

11.2 Eligibilitate

Propunerile de proiecte sunt verificate administrativ de catre personalul UEFISCDI pentru a se
asigura respectarea criteriilor de eligibilitate. Verificarea indeplinirii standardelor minimale de
eligibilitate este realizata de catre comisiile de specialitate ale CNCS.

Rezultatul este: ELIGIBIL/NEELIGIBIL.

Lista cu propunerile de proiecte eligibile/neeligibile este publicata pe pagina web a UEFISCDI,
https://uefiscdi.gov.ro/.

UEFISCDI poate solicita clarificari in legaturd cu documentele incarcate in platforma (cu exceptia
Cererii de finantare), cu respectarea principiului tratamentului egal si nediscriminarii. In situatia in
care Directorul de proiect nu raspunde la clarificari, in termenul prevazut in solicitare, propunerea de
proiect este declarata neeligibila.

Contestatiile se pot incarca in platforma de depunere a proiectelor, https://uefiscdi-direct.ro/, din
contul Directorului de proiect, intr-un interval de 3 zile lucratoare de la data afisarii rezultatelor.
Confirmarea de primire a contestatiei se transmite Directorului de proiect prin e-mail.

Daca, pe parcursul sau dupa finalizarea etapei de evaluare, se constatd nerespectarea vreunuia dintre
criteriile de eligibilitate, propunerea de proiect va fi declarata neeligibila si exclusa din competitie.

11.3 Evaluare

Propunerile de proiecte declarate eligibile sunt evaluate de experti din strainatate, recunoscuti la nivel
international, doctori 1n stiinte, cu experienta de cel putin 10 ani in activitatea de cercetare stiintifica.
Totodata, in ultimii 5 ani, acestia nu au avut relatii contractuale cu nicio institutie implicata in
propunerile de proiecte alocate spre evaluare. Fiecare evaluator semneaza Declaratia de
impartialitate, confidentialitate si competenta, anexa a Contractului de colaborare. Expertul evaluator
se obliga ca Tn orice moment, pe parcursul procesului de evaluare, daca constata ca una din conditiile
prevazute in Declaratia de impartialitate, confidentialitate si competenta nu este satisfacutd sa
notifice UEFISCDI, in scris. Daca UEFISCDI constata sau este sesizatd cu privire la existenta unui
conflict de interese sau a unei abateri, aceasta va analiza cazul respectiv si va lua masurile necesare
inlocuirii evaluatorului in cauza.

Evaluarile au caracter anonim, asigurdndu-se confidentialitatea expertilor evaluatori.

Procesul de evaluare va fi asistat de catre monitori stiintifici (MS) nominalizati de catre CNCS, cu

evitarea conflictelor de interese.

Rolul MS este sa monitorizeze procesul de evaluare, fard a interveni in evaluarea propriu-zisa,

semnaland raportorilor eventualele neconcordante din Raportul de consens:

- lipsa comentariilor consistente (puncte tari si puncte slabe) in raport cu punctajele acordate, la
nivelul criteriilor/subcriteriilor;

- cazurile de utilizare a unor criterii de evaluare diferite de cele stabilite prin Fisa de evaluare;

- orice alte neconcordante cu prevederile Pachetului de informatii si Ghidului evaluatorului.

MS poate aduce la cunostinta UEFISCDI orice alta problema aparuta in procesul de evaluare.
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Evaluarea individuala

Fiecare propunere de proiect este evaluatda, din punct de vedere al calitatii stiintifice, in mod
independent, on-line, de cel putin trei experti evaluatori din strainatate, alocati automat si aleator din
lista expertilor evaluatori validata de CNCS si aprobatd de catre Autoritatea Nationala pentru
Cercetare.

Expertii evaluatori completeaza Fisa individuala de evaluare, acordand punctaje si identificand sub
forma unor liste punctele tari si punctele slabe pentru fiecare criteriu/subcriteriu de evaluare, conform
Anexei 4.

Evaluarea performantei directorului de proiect se face in conformitate cu principiile enuntate de

COARA’,

Dupa finalizarea tuturor evaluarilor individuale pentru un proiect, fiecare expert evaluator va avea
acces la comentariile si la punctajele celorlalti doi experti evaluatori. In situatia in care considera
necesar, fiecare expert evaluator isi va putea ajusta comentariile si punctajele acordate initial.

Elaborarea Raportului intermediar de evaluare

Fiecare propunere de proiect are desemnat un Raportor, evaluatorul cu punctajul median al celor 3
evaludri. In cazul exceptional, in care raportorul desemnat nu poate indeplini acest rol, se va desemna
automat evaluatorul cu urmatorul punctaj cel mai apropiat de mediana punctajelor.

Raportorul intocmeste Raportul intermediar de evaluare, conform Anexei 4, in baza evaluarilor
individuale si a discutiilor purtate cu ceilalti doi evaluatori, prin intermediul interfetei de tip ,,forum”,
disponibila in platforma de evaluare. Acesta acorda punctaje pe baza punctajelor individuale acordate
de cei trei evaluatori.

Raportul intermediar de evaluare va fi supus votului celorlalti doi evaluatori. Expertii evaluatori 1si
vor exprima pe platforma acordul sau dezacordul pentru Raportul intermediar de evaluare (vot ,,de
acord/agree” sau ,,nu sunt de acord/disagree”) in termen de 5 zile calendaristice.

Dacd Raportul intermediar de evaluare este validat In unanimitate (vot “de acord/agree”), se considera
ca a fost atins consensul pentru proiectul respectiv.

Daca consensul nu poate fi atins (unul dintre experti voteaza ,,nu sunt de acord/disagree”), procesul
de evaluare continud prin numirea unui al patrulea evaluator ce completeazd Fisa individuald de
evaluare.

Ulterior, raportorul reia redactarea Raportului intermediar de evaluare, luand in considerare toate
evaluarile individuale. Raportul intermediar de evaluare este supus votului evaluatorilor, iar validarea
lui se face in baza votului majoritar exprimat.

Daca nici dupa aceasta etapa, consensul nu este atins, se reia procesul de evaluare pentru respectiva
propunere de proiect.

Raspunsul directorului de proiect

UEFISCDI va pune la dispozitia directorilor de proiecte, in conturile din platforma on-line de
depunere a propunerilor de proiecte, https://uefiscdi-direct.ro, Rapoartele intermediare de evaluare
(cu punctaje), cu invitatia de a formula un punct de vedere fata de comentariile evaluatorilor.

Punctul de vedere al directorului de proiect va fi redactat in limba folosita pentru redactarea
proiectului si va consta strict Tntr-un raspuns la observatiile critice, asa cum apar ele in Raportul
intermediar de evaluare, fara a introduce elemente suplimentare fata de propunerea de proiect depusa.
In cazul in care raspunsul directorului de proiect contine elemente ce nu se regisesc In propunerea de
proiect, acestea nu vor fi luate in considerare de catre expertii evaluatori.

Raspunsul directorului de proiect nu este obligatoriu, iar absenta sa nu afecteaza etapele ulterioare de
evaluare.

Elaborarea Raportului de consens

Expertii evaluatori si Raportorul vor primi automat notificare privind existenta in platforma on-line a
raspunsului dat de catre directorul de proiect. Prin interfata de tip forum, expertii evaluatori si
Raportorul vor discuta Raspunsul directorului de proiect.

In urma acestor discutii, Raportorul poate modifica Raportul intermediar de evaluare, redactand
Raportul de consens.

Raportul de consens va fi supus votului expertilor evaluatori. Expertii evaluatori isi vor exprima pe
platforma acordul sau dezacordul pentru Raportul de Consens (vot ,,de acord/agree” sau ,,nu sunt de
acord/disagree”).

Daca Raportul de consens este validat in unanimitate (vot “de acord/agree”), se considera ca a fost
atins consensul pentru proiectul respectiv.

In situatia in care consensul nu este atins (existd un vot “nu sunt de acord/disagree”), se organizeazi
0 Intélnire on-line intre Raportor si expertii evaluatori, pentru discutii si decizie finald. Daca in urma
acestei sedinte nu se atinge consensul, proiectul va fi analizat in cadrul sedintei de panel, pentru
decizie finala.

Monitorul stiintific va verifica Raportul de consens si va formula, in sectiunea special creatd din
platforma de evaluare, un punct de vedere privind respectarea prevederilor din Pachetul de informatii
s1 Ghidul evaluatorului. Observatiile MS vor fi discutate in cazul acelor proiecte care intra in Panel.

Evaluarea in panel

Pentru fiecare din cele 13 domenii ale competitiei, se stabileste un panel format din raportori si experti
evaluatori implicati in evaluarea propunerilor de proiecte, cu precadere cei care au fost alocati
proiectelor ce urmeaza a fi analizate in panel.

In cadrul sedintei de panel sunt analizate propunerile de proiect pentru care nu s-a atins consensul, si
cele care au obtinut dupa finalizarea etapei de consens scoruri mai mari sau egale cu 80 de puncte.

in pregitirea sedintei de panel, fiecare membru al panelului, va avea acces la: propunerile de proiecte
ce urmeaza a fi discutate; toate fisele individuale de evaluare, rapoartele intermediare de evaluare;
raspunsurile directorilor de proiect (daca existd), rapoartele de consens si observatiile monitorului
stiintific (MS), daca exista.
