
C. Description of the research project (max. 20 pages and max. 3 pages of bibliography)
The entire funding application will contain of the following components:
C1. The scientific proposal
a. The issue and its relevance

i. State of the art

ii. The specific objectives and/or hypotheses

There will be specified the objectives of the proposal in the context of the state of the art of the scientific achievements in the field, there will be indicated the importance of the work plan for the field, in the case of the project funding.
There will be specified any specific feature of the proposal or any unconventional aspects, including multidisciplinary aspects.

b. Research methodology

Detailed description of the methodology; the methodology will be explained and justified in the context of the state of the art in the field, by specifying as much as possible the intermediates key goals. The organization and the planning of the project in relation to the proposed objectives will be presented as a work plan, spread in time.

The work plan will include also an estimate of the time commitment by each research team and each member of the research team, in units months/person. There will be sustained with arguments the complementarity of the research teams and the research infrastructure available to fulfil the objectives of the project in the asigned time.

c. Expected results and impact

There will be stated aspects of the expected impact of the project in the broader scientific field, including applied directions to be explored in the project, if applicable, and the potential impact of the project objectives in the scientific, social and economic environment (the opening of new opportunities in science, technology etc).

d. Ethical aspects (if appropriate)

There will be provided a short description of the ethical aspects involved including the source of biological material; how ethical aspects are treated in accordance with standard rules and regulations applicable; there will be highlighted the benefits of the research and its effects and how the ethical aspects will be involved.

C2. Resources and budget
There will be presented the relevant existing resources for the project implementation, as well as the neccessary resources, which will be procured within the project. There will be also presented the estimation of the time allocated for the project by each team member, in units months/member. There must be described in detail the existing research infrastructure and laboratories where research will be made (please indicate the link in www.erris.gov.ro platform) and how they could support the research activities presented in the project. When new equipment will be procured with a value higher than 60,000 lei (price that includes VAT) it is necessary to include a justification of the role of such equipment within the project. The budget breakdown by type of expenses and  calendar years must also be detailed and justified. The types of expenses that are distributed in the budget are: personnel, logistics, travel  and indirect expenses (overhead).
