
B3. Significant and representative scientific achievements, and also the visibility of the scientific contribution of the Project leader and the team leaders (max. 2 pages/person)

1. Articles
Up to 10 significant publications will be presented (“article”, “review”) as  main author, in journals of reference in the field and from the Web of Science (Science Citation Index, Social Science Citation Index, Art & Humanities Citation Index), from the last 10 years (2006 - present). Also, there will be indicated (a) their citations in the Web of Science system (without self-citations), where they exist, and (b) the general Hirsch index in the Web of Science system (for the entire career) of the project leader and of the team leaders, in fields where it is relevant.

· As indicative marks to this point, in principle, there are expected (a) a total number of 10 articles as main author in the last 10 years (2006 – present), but their number is less important than the quality of the journals where these have been published; (b) publication in Top 25% journals upon the article influence score on the field (Q1 in the Web of Science system) and (c) a Hirsch index - in fields where this is relevant – on top in the field.
2. Books/chapters (including monographs)
Books/chapters (including monographs) as unique author and/or main author, including critical editions, published in prestigious international publishing houses (e.g. Cambridge University Press, Oxford University Press, Springer Wiley etc.), within the last 10 years (2006 - present). There will be indicated the minimum number of libraries of some higher education institutions  from the other Member States of the European Union or Member States of the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development, indexed in Karlsruhe Virtual Catalogue (KVK, the KVK catalogue includes also the WorldCat catalogue) in which are found these publications. There may also be indicated reviews of books published in top journals in the field (Web of Science / ERIH-Plus).

· A minimum number of 100 libraries in total is an indicator expected at this point. 
· As indicative marks at this point, if considered main author in relation to point 1, it is expected a minimum of 2 books OR 10 chapters OR 1 book and 5 chapters.
· To this criterion 2, for social sciences and humanities, chapters can be assimilated to ERIH – Plus or Web of Science indexed publications (Science Citation Index, Social Science Citation Index, Art & Humanities Citation Index).

· For national fields, there can be included the contributions (books/chapters) in prestigious national publishing houses, indicating the minimum number of libraries of some higher education institutions from other Member States of the European Union or  Member States of the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development, indexed in Karlsruhe Virtual catalogue (KVK; the KVK catalogue includes also the WorldCat catalogue), where these publications can be found ; a minimum number of 50 libraries in total is an expected indicator. There may also be indicated reviews of books published in top journals in the field (Web of Science / ERIH - Plus).
3. International patents

There will be indicated the patents type EPO, USPTO, JPO  or granted in other EU countries, or OECD member countries.

4. Scientific presentations

There will be indicated invited scientific presentations to international conferences representative in the field and/or to prestigious universities (e.g. from Top 300 ARWU/THE/QS/URAP).

5. International research expeditions led by the Project leader. 

6. Research projects

There will be indicated the projects, granted based on competition, coordinated as a project leader, focusing on those in which he/she has coordinated large reasearch teams. There will be also indicated the achieved results (articles, patents, books etc.)
Note :

To have the chance to obtain financing, the project leader and the team leaders must demonstrate an excellent and competitive activity at international level for points 1 or 2, from the section B3, plus one or more activities of excellence associated to the other points (3 – 6). The activity of excellence at points 1 and 2 is heavily determined by important international publications in the field and the main authorship.
The main authorship is expressed depending on the field, the project leader and the team leaders having the responsibility to present it correctly, in relation to the standards from the field, the authorship following to be analyzed also by the panel and by the evaluators from the field; where the academic norm is to list authors alphabetically, there will be presented the publications as co-author (with the argumentation of this academic practice). 

The lack of activities of excellence to the points 1 or 2 significantly reduces the chance of  the project proposal to be funded.
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
